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PEN TOOL OPTION

Extend the "Pen Tool" to display a single anchor point  (e.g., crosshair)

along with its  "Unique Identifier" (default sequence numbers 1, 2, 3, ...)

EXTENDED ATTRIBUTES WINDOW

The Attributes palette should be extended to include 3 new fields, 

                             - Unique Identifier (alpha-numeric), 

                                              - object coordinates

                                              - object type (point, ellipse, oval, rectanlge, polygon)

The "crosshair pen tool"
brings up the 
"Show Attributes"
window, with "Object
Type" set to"Point" and
the"Unique Identifier (UI)"
assigned the next integer,
"N", in sequence.  The
anchor points are drawn
in the chosen layer with
a crosshair and the UI
next to it.
(N starts at 0 and is 
incremented by 1 
everytime
a crosshair anchor point
is drawn)
